Seeking Public’s Assistance in Locating Missing High School Student 

 
 

La Habra, CA: On Tuesday, March 22, 2016, at approximately 3:20 p.m., La Habra 

Police Department was contacted regarding a missing adult.  The reporting 

party indicated he had driven to La Habra High School, at approximately 2:45 

p.m., to pick up Gloria Gomez, his 18 yr. old daughter. When he was unable 

to locate her, he attempted to call her, but was unable to reach via her cell 

phone. He then contacted the school’s office personnel to see if they might 

know his daughter’s whereabouts.  They did not, but they were able to tell him 

that Gloria had been reported absent from her 5th and 6th period classes. 

 

Gloria is described as a female, Hispanic, 18 years of age, 5’ 1” tall, and weighing 

approximately 135 pounds. She has long brown hair, brown eyes, and wears 

glasses.  When last seen, she was wearing a grey sweater, blue jean shorts, and 

white Converse athletic shoes.   
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Gloria has not previously been reported missing and her location remains unknown.  

She has no vehicle and no driver’s license. 

 

Her family has not heard from her since her disappearance.  Therefore, the La 

Habra Police Department is seeking the public’s assistance in locating Gloria.
